DETAILS: On 4/29/2022 at approximately 7:00 PM, this subject entered the Mission College Cafeteria through 
an unsecured rear door after closing hours. The subject was seen on the cafeteria’s surveillance system putting 
on a cafeteria apron in an apparent attempt to disguise himself as an employee. The subject then rummaged 
through property, stole food, entered offices, and stole all the money out of the cash register before leaving. 
This incident was reported on the morning of 05/02/2022.

On 5/2/2022 at approximately 7:45 AM the same subject entered an active classroom on the 3rd floor of the 
Student Engagement Center and sat down at one of the tables. The instructor immediately recognized that the 
subject was not a student, was concerned with his behavior and called the police. A campus police officer 
located the subject in the hallway of the SEC building and arrested him. The subject was booked into jail for 
burglary.
